Negative: 

saying something is not there

• To say a town has 

not got something 

we say

• il n’y a pas de..

• Example: il n’y a pas 

de café

• There isn’t a café

Saying I go

• To say I go or I am going we use 

• Je vais

• Masculine words change the le or un to au  
(= to the)

• Example: je vais au cinéma

• I am going to the cinema



Say you go to these places

je vais au…
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Asking questions

• Is there  a cinema in town?

• Il y a un cinéma en ville? (raise your voice at the end)

• Answer: Oui, il y a un cinéma.
• Yes there is a cinema

• Or: Non, il n’y a pas de cinéma.
• No, there is no cinema

• Where are you going?

• Tu vas où?

• Je vais au cinéma.
• I am going to the cinema
